World History: Ancient Civilizations Project
PURPOSE: Students will investigate ancient civilizations to determine the contributions and accomplishments that each achieved as well as the features that distinguished them.

TASK: You will be creating a group presentation about an ancient civilization to the class.  Using your book, library, and internet resources, your group will gather DETAILED information on the civilization.  

WHAT YOU WILL NEED
1. Science Poster Board (Visual): Organized, Creative, with Detailed Information
2. Two Column Notes about your civilization (copies to class)
3. Creativity: Present in a very creative way.
4. Timeline: highlighting major dates of civilization
5. Map: detailing the extent and location of their society
a. Must be drawn, labeled (cities, countries, oceans, rivers), and colored
b. Written portion must describe the importance of their geographic location to the creation of their civilization?
6. Achievements and Technological Advances: Detailed list of achievements and how they were important to them
7. People: Describe family life, what people did, what they wore, role of men and women.
8. Life and Culture: Describe life and the culture of your civilization
a. Religion is an example
b. Arts, Music, Food, etc.
9. Government and Internal Power Structure: Describe what type of governments they had and about their military.
a. Also, make a list of rulers/leaders and their time periods.
10. Economy/Global Relations: Details about their money, business transaction, agriculture,
11. Duration-Rise and fall:  Describe how they came into power and how they fell.
