World War I Propaganda Poster

The onset of World War I was marked by intense nationalism and military rivalry among the nations of Europe.  During that era, and in other times of great political upheaval, political cartoons and propaganda posters published have managed to convey important and complex ideas and opinions, and they have done so in ways that speeches, writings, and other forms of communication could not.
Students will design a WWI propaganda poster for either the Allies or Central forces.  Students may create posters that demonstrate the following: 

1. support for the Red Cross
2. women's role in wartime 
3. financial support through the purchases of war bonds 
4. fear of the opposing forces
5. savagery of the opposing forces
6. patriotism for their country and loyalty to the cause
Posters must be colored, be creative, have a phrase or quote, and must be no smaller than an 11x14 size poster.
